Savatthinidanam.

This was laid down in Savatthi.

“Gihino vaham, bhikkhave, pabbajitassa va
micchapatipadam na vannemi.

“I do not explain, O’Bhikkhus, whether to a
householder or someone, who has left the
householders life, the wrong path.

Gihi va, bhikkhave, pabbajito va
micchapatipanno
micchapatipattadhikaranahetu naradhako hoti
fayam dhammam kusalam”.

Neither, Bhikkhus, a householder nor someone,
who has left the householders life, who is
following the wrong path can, in consequence
of practicing the wrong path attain the
wholesome Dhamma”.

Seyyathidam— micchaditthi ...pe' ...
micchasamadhi.

This is wrong view, ... pe ... wrong
concentration.
