Vibhaṅgasuttaṃ-2 What is Right View 

…..Katamā ca, bhikkhave, sammādiṭṭhi? What, O’ Bhikkhus, is called right view. 
 

Yaṃ kho, bhikkhave, dukkhe ñāṇaṃ, 
 

Here, O’ Bhikkhus, a Bhikkhu understands 
properly as it is, “This is suffering”;  
 

dukkhasamudaye ñāṇaṃ,  
 

“This is the arising of suffering”; he understands 
properly as it is, 
 

dukkhanirodhe ñāṇaṃ, “This is the cessation of suffering”; he 
understands properly as it is, 
 

dukkhanirodhagāminiyā paṭipadāya ñāṇaṃ. “This is the path leading to the cessation of 
suffering.”
